However, most
importantly, we hope that you have a safe and fun filled weekend!

Mountain West HRC will be holding our Hunt Test at Lee Kay Field Dog Training grounds this year. Lee
Kay provides 934 acres of one unbeatable training grounds surrounded by the unique, picturesque,
Wasatch Mountain ranges. Being in Salt Lake City also allows for more adventures outside of dog
training!

REMINDER!!

Limited dry camping is available on the grounds. There is no trash collection service on the grounds: You
must haul out all trash, including dead birds. Smoking in designated areas only. Campfires are
forbidden. The grounds are very dry and fire danger is high!!!

#1 — “CHECK-IN" — on both Saturday & Sunday morning, starting at 7am, please check-in at the CHECK-
IN Tent (see map). The Handler’s Meeting will be held at 7:30am, and the Hunt Tests will start at
8:00am.

#2 - WALK-UP ENTRIES/CHANGES - Walk-Up Entries/Changes will be allowed if space is available. A
$10.00 administration fee may be applied for “day-of” walk-up’s/changes. MWHRC highly recommends
that you sign-up early and often via HuntSecretary.com (deadline: May 20). After advanced entries
close, please contact Nicole Kraft at 970-948-4237 ASAP if you would like to enter the event &/or make
a change. Finally, Nicole will be available at Check-in on Saturday & Sunday (7am-7:30am) for

additional walk-up entries or changes.

ACCOMMODATIONS & CAMPING

Primitive camping is available on the Lee Kay dog training ground in designated area. In accordance
with Utah regulations, camping is limited to 14 days. Campfires and open flames are prohibited.
Unattended campers and vehicles may not be left overnight - if you will be away from your camp
overnight please find someone to monitor your camper or vehicle while you are gone. There is no
garbage collection service so we ask that you haul out all of your trash and training birds. There is no
trash collection service on the grounds: You must haul out all trash, including dead birds. Smoking in
designated areas only. Campfires are forbidden. The grounds are very dry and fire danger is high!!!

Please be aware that the Lee Kay access gate may be locked during the night and during non-event
hours. An electronic lock that can be opened with a smart phone is now being used on the gate. Gaining
access can be done through the Lee Kay Shooting Range (https://wildlife.utah.gov/lee- kay-shooting-
center.html) which has limited hours. The charge is $10. Please call/text/email if you need more info

*Test grounds are extremely DRY no open fires. Smoking in designated areas only.

Also, use caution and drive no more than 10 MPH, or when dogs are present, please drive 5 MPH.
*SHADE: There is very limited natural shade on the grounds. Please be prepared with shade cloths,
umbrellas, ice and plenty of water for you and your dogs. Also be prepared for any type of weather!

DIRECTIONS

The grounds are located at approximately 6500 West 2100 South, west of the adjacent Lee Kay Public Shooting
Center (LKPSC) on the north side of State Road 201 in Salt Lake City (GPS Coordinates N40 43.539 W112 03.088).

To reach the grounds from SR 201, exit 5600 West and head north to 1730 South. Turn West onto 1730 South
and follow the road past the LKPSC. After .121 mi. from the LKPSC gate bear right onto the gravel road. Proceed
down the gravel road .464 mi. to the front gate to the trial grounds on your right (across from the gravel pit). To
reach the porta potties and camping area, continue through the gate, take the first left and then the next left
and proceed until you reach the area. As you entered that first gate there should be signs directing you to the
specific stakes.
